ADDITIONAL INFORMATION FOR SCHOLARSHIP RECIPIENT
The recipient of the REYNOLDA ROTARY/CLARENCE “BIG HOUSE” GAINES MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP will be invited to participate in the following Reynolda Rotary functions:

a. Attend a regular Rotary Club meeting or other approved Rotary activity periodically;
b. Make a presentation at least once a year at a designated Cook School activity (e.g., 5th grade graduation, special assembly, PTSA meeting, School Improvement Team meeting)
c. Attend the annual Big House Gaines Scholarship Golf Tournament (usually held in June)
d. Partner with a Reynolda Rotary Club mentor, who will provide assistance and support during the student’s matriculation at WSSU

Continued Scholarship Eligibility

In order to be considered for the scholarship after the initial year, the recipient must meet the following criteria:
1. Maintain continuous enrollment at Winston-Salem State University

2. Maintain “good academic standing” as determined by the policies and procedures of WSSU
3. Demonstrate financial need as determined by Pell Grant eligibility; applicants will be required to apply for financial aid using the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA)
4. Continued involvement with Reynolda Rotary Club or other local Rotary organizations/activities such as Rotaract and Family of Rotary

5. Demonstrate service and/or leadership to the community or campus
6. Participate periodically in regular Reynolda Rotary Club meetings (held weekly at the coliseum) or other approved Rotary activity
7. Attend the annual Bighouse Gaines Scholarship Golf Tournament (usually held in June)
8. Continue to partner with a Reynolda Rotary Club mentor for assistance and support while matriculating at WSSU
